STALLION BREEDING CONTRACT – LIVE COVER
This CONTRACT is for the breeding season of 20___, made and entered into on (date):____________, by and between Kim Smith, (Cowhouse Creek Appaloosas), hereinafter designated Stallion Owner, and ___________________________________, hereinafter designated Mare Owner.  Mare Owner agrees to breed the Mare named: ____________

Mare’s Dam & Registration #:_______________________________________) to the Stallion 

DKJ Unspoken Promise,  ApHC #643050, for the Breeding fee of  $600, for a live, colored foal, subject to the following conditions:
The above listed Stallion Owner and Mare Owner (the ‘parties’) agree to the following: 
1. Breeding to this Stallion will be by attended "Live Cover" only. Both parties understand the definition and dangers of live cover breeding and shall hold each other harmless. 
2. The Stallion service fee is to be paid in full before the mare leaves the Stallion Owner’s facility.  A non-refundable booking fee of $200 is to be paid and returned with this signed contract.  The booking fee will be deducted from the Breeding Fee.  If Mare Owner fails to deliver Mare for breeding/re-breeding, then any and all fees paid shall be non-refundable, the right to any further re-breeding is canceled, and the Stallion Owner is released from any further obligation whatsoever. 
3. Beginning with day Mare arrives, a non-refundable boarding/mare care fee of $10.00/dry or $12/wet per day shall be due for each day Mare is on the Stallion Owner’s property (full day fee due from date of arrival, no fees on date of departure).  All fees are due when the mare is ready to go home including any and all vet fees incurred. The Stallion Owner shall have an ownership lien on the mare for unpaid bills (i.e. Stallion Owner may refuse to release mare to Mare Owner until bills are paid in full). 
4. The Stallion Owner provides the following feeds: Good quality mixed grass hay free choice and grain. If other special feed, hay, grain, etc. is required the Mare Owner shall cover the cost and/or shall supply the special food with specific written feeding instructions. 
5. The Stallion Owner shall provide reasonable care to the above named mare. The Mare Owner warrants that the mare is healthy and in breeding condition. If any special or particular care (restrictions, veterinary, or other) of mare is desired by the Mare Owner, such care shall be specifically defined in writing to the Stallion Owner when the mare is transported to Stallion Owner’s property. 
6. The Stallion Owner shall not be held liable for injury, sickness, or death of the above named mare regardless of how this may occur. Likewise, the Mare Owner shall not be held liable for injury or death of the stallion arising from this service agreement. 
7. In the event of injury, death, or illness of Stallion, Stallion Owner has option to postpone or cancel this contract. In this case, breeding fees paid by Mare Owner will be refunded to Mare Owner. 
8. The Mare Owner agrees that the Stallion Owner has permission to have the mare treated by a licensed Veterinarian to have normal Veterinary services performed for anything, which might affect health of the mare in emergency situations, at the expense of the Mare Owner. Mare Owner will be notified immediately of any such emergency care situation. 
9. Mare Owner guarantees to provide proof that above named Mare is current on all vaccinations (Strangles, Rhino/Flu/EWT, Rabies, West Nile) and de-worming (administered at least 2 weeks prior to arrival at Stallion Owner’s property) as well as a clean culture taken when mare is in heat. Mare Owner agrees the Stallion Owner reserves the right to refuse service to any mare appearing to be unfit or unsafe for handling or breeding, in the opinion of the Stallion Owner. In this case, breeding fees paid by Mare Owner will be refunded to Mare Owner. 
10. A copy of the mare’s original registration papers and a copy (within 60 days) of negative Coggins must be provided to Stallion Owner by Mare Owner BEFORE Mare may be transported to Stallion Owner’s property. 
11. The above named mare MUST be halter broke and easy to handle. For the safety of the mare and the stallion, breeding hobbles will be used, as well as a twitch,  tranquilizer, or other restraint may be used on the Mare ONLY if it becomes absolutely necessary in the opinion of Stallion Owner. 
12. The Stallion Owner shall attempt with reasonable diligence to settle the mare. If however, for any reason, the mare does not settle, the Mare Owner will hold the Stallion Owner harmless. 
13. If Mare Owner chooses to remove Mare from Stallion Owner’s property without allowing necessary time to settle the mare during the breeding season, all unpaid board and other agreed expenses become due and payable before Mare is removed from Stallion Owner’s property, and the live foal guarantee becomes null and void. 
14. This contract is NON transferable to any other mare and is valid for above named mare ONLY. 
15. A Breeder’s Certificate shall be provided to Mare Owner by Stallion Owner after foal is born once Stallion Owner receives proof of a live foal (i.e. photos)  The Mare Owner will be solely responsible for seeking registration of the resulting foal in the appropriate registry and paying all associated fees. 
16. To ensure Live Foal Guarantee, Mare Owner is STRONGLY encouraged to (A) vaccinate pregnant mare with Pneumabort-K during the 3rd, 5th, 7th,& 9th months of gestation; (B) prevent mare’s ingestion of fescue grass/hay for at least 3 months prior to expected delivery date of foal as a precaution; (C) deworm mare every 60 days throughout pregnancy; (D) provide ample feed and adequate shelter; and (E) protect mare from undue stress especially in the last 60 days of pregnancy.

17. Live Foal Guarantee is defined as “foal able to stand and nurse unassisted for at least twenty-four (24) hours after birth” if this does not happen Cowhouse Creek needs to be notified in writing from a vet stating that the foal was unable to stand and nurse unassisted in the first twenty-four (24) of life.
18. Colored Foal Guarantee is defined as “foal exhibits sufficient appaloosa coat pattern and/or characteristics to attain regular registration papers with the Appaloosa Horse Club of Moscow, Idaho by six months of age”

19. In the event that said mare does not settle this season or deliver a live foal next year; or mare dies during breeding season, Cowhouse Creek Appaloosas agrees to give Mare Owner an additional service to the same mare or an agreed-upon substitute mare during the following breeding season.  Past this second breeding season, Cowhouse Creek Appaloosas shall have no further liability hereunder for servicing any mares.
20. All checks must be made payable to “Kim Smith”.  A Returned Check Fee of $35 will be imposed on any check returned to Stallion Owner by issuing bank.

By signing this contract, both parties agree to consider it legally binding, and valid. Two originals of this document will be signed by both parties with one original to be retained by Mare Owner and one to be retained by Stallion Owner.
